Republic Dr. Sun Yat Sun, was the honorary Chairperson of the People's Republic
of China and was once revered by former Premier Zhou Enlai as “the treasure of
the country”. This exhibition adopts modern Chinese history as a background with
a display of over 300 precious historical pictures and cultural relic. Introducing to
the people of Hong Kong, especially the younger generation the extraordinary life
of this outstanding feminine icon - her moral sentiment, her patriotism and her

tireless effort in the contribution to the greater good of her homeland.
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Soong Ching Ling was born in Shanghai on 27 January
1893 in a rich and liberal family. Her father, who was a
friend and comrade of Dr. Sun Yat Sun, had great influence

on her revolutionary life.

In Soong Ching Ling's early days, she was sent to the United
States for education and was exposed to western ideas of
democracy. Upon learning the victory of the 1911
Revolution, she was so excited that she hailed it as “The
Greatest Event of the 20th Century”.

Soong Ching Ling was always concerned with the people
in her calamity-ridden motherland. After graduation, she
returned to China, and devoted her life to the democratic

revolution and fight for freedom and equality in China.

Spong Yaoru (Jiashu), [1866-1918], father of Soong Ching Ling, native of Wenchang County, Hainan, studied
in America in his early days. He came to know Sun Yat Sun in 1892. A democratic revolutionary and early
follower of Sun, he ardently supported Sun’s revolutionary cause financially. Ni Guizhen, Soong Ching Ling’s
mother [1869-1931], native of Yuyao County, Zhejiang Province, and descendent of the renowned scientist of
the Ming Dynasty, Xu Guangqi. Sun and Ni had six children: Soong Ailing (2nd row left), Soong Ching Ling (2nd
row right), Soong Ziwen (2nd row middle), Soong Melling (back row right), Soong Ziliang (back row left) and

Soong Zi'an (front row).
